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 Belt Length Formula 
 
Replacing fan belts is a relatively common task for many service technicians.  Normally, the size of a replacement 
is obtained from the old belt.  But occasionally the correct size of the replacement belt cannot be determined from 
the old belt, due to the fact that it is either missing or so badly damaged its size cannot be determined. 
 
When this occurs, a technician can determine the belt size to use by measuring the center line distance between 
the two pulleys and the diameter of each pulley.  Using the formula below the approximate length of the belt can 
be determined. 
 

Approximate Length:  L= 2C + 1.57(D +d)

Checking Fuses 
When testing if a fuse is open, many times a technician will measure if there is a voltage 
drop across a fuse.  If a voltage drop is measured, then the fuse is open; however, this may 
not always be an accurate method to use.  In order for this method to work, there must 
not be another open circuit upstream of the fuse.  If there is another open circuit up-
stream, no voltage drop will be measured even though the fuse is opened. 
 
A better method to use is to measure the voltages across the fuses in a criss-cross fashion.  
 
For example:  Suppose we have a dual fused disconnect with 240 volts applied.  First you 
measure the voltage across points A & B; you should measure 240 volts.   
 
Next you measure across A & D.  If you measure 240 volts across A & D, then fuse #2 is 
okay.  If a lower voltage were measured (110 volts or 0 volts) fuse #2 is open.   
 
Next you measure the voltage across B & C.  Again if you measure 240 volts across B & C, 
then fuse #1 is okay.  If a lower voltage were measured (110 volts or 0 volts) then fuse #1 is 
open. 
 
This method will always work no matter what is happening upstream of the fuses.
